1. Each package has a drawing attached to it. Remove the part from the package only when
needed for assembly.

2. Each part has its bolts and nuts for assembly in its package. You will find some extra nuts
and bolts packed with a note: “Spare”. Tools needed for assembly are in the crate.

3. Start by removing the top of the crate. It will be used as a ramp to roll off the main part
from the crate’s floor.

4. Remove the wall below:

5. Now lift part #13 32 inches (80 cm) up and take it out of the crate. Carefully place it on
the floor. This part weight 79 Ibs. (36 kg) and requires two people to lift.

6. Remove the remaining walls of the crate.
7. Take out all wrapped parts. Leave them in their packages until they will be assembled.

8. Part #12 (main part of the DST Triple, which is now on the crate's floor), has retractable
wheels. Take out the Lifting handle from the front ramp and lift the unit on its wheels by
turning the front and rear levers.
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9. Use the top of the crate as a ramp and roll off the main part to the floor. Locate the main
part at its final position in the room. After completing the assembly of the DST Triple, it is
impossible to move it.
